Meeting Minutes
3/10/2026
The March meeting of the Town of Lynn Board was called to order at 5:30 pm by Chairman Kayhart.
Members present included; Chairman Kayhart, Supervisor Wolf, Supervisor Hasz, Treasurer Jordon Kayhart, Clerk Theresa Fischer, Faith Meyers, Mark Borchart, Mike Ford, Dan Frick, David Borntrager, John Henry Borntrager, Alvin Borntrager, Melvin Borntrager, Eli Borntrager, Clemmen Borntrager and Scott Quicker.
Peoples Comments: Faith Meyers and Mark Borchart, who are running for Marshfield School Board were present to introduce themselves and give platforms.
Road Bans: Road bans will need to be put on soon. Discussion was held on issuing voluntary permits for a select number of roads for logging. After discussion it was decided to allow 6 miles of roads to be voluntarily permitted with a cost of 9000.00 for three weeks. The town will use this money to repair and keep the road in good condition. Once the 9000.00 is reached more funding will be required. If all works well a second half amount of 9000.00 will be required to continue. Permitees are required to keep trucks on agreed upon roads. Permits will have a speed limit for trucks and the roads allowed. Signs will be put up to mark the allowed roads.
Road Updates: Discussion was held on culverts on Hill road. Culvert inventory ratings were looked at.
Fire Inspection Frequency Ordinance: This was tabled until more information is known.
Fire Agreement: The Fire Association asks the bills be paid 60 days from invoice. Bills cannot always be collected by the Town. The Board will discuss this with the Association at the next Association meeting and the Agreement will be tabled until then.
Catlin bridge was netted but the netting needs to be mended. Chairman Kayhart will call to see if he can get it fixed. We need to maintain this until June.
Gravel Bids and Dust Control: The clerk will call Kafka to get a quote for Calcium Chloride. Once we get a price the form will be put on the website. A sign up sheet will be available at the April 7th election. The gravel bid was approved by the board and ads will be placed in the Shopper and Clark County Press to be opened at the next meeting.
Patrolman Report: There are issues with the 1 ton truck. The board has the option to scrap it or put a new gas motor in it. Supervisor Wolf will look into pricing for a new motor.
Treasurer’s Report: There is 263803.24 in the checking account and 50873.89 in the Money Market Account.
Clerk’s Report: A Building permit was issued to Melvin Borntrager and one to Orva Miller. The Schedule C Report for the year is complete and ready to be submitted. It is due March 31st.
The board moved to pay all bills.
