Motion to approve the May 13, 2025 board minutes  was made by Paul and   2nd by Ben.  All in Favor. Motion to approve the May 27, 2025 board minutes was made by Paul and 2nd by Ben. All in Favor
A resident was concerned about the gravel that was just put down, but not finished off yet.  The blacktop on Starr Rd needs to be repaired, concerns about one big hole. Hot mix will be put down.  A resident was wondering if the Grant was for blacktop only.
Fremont maintenance agreement will be addressed in the fall.
A motion was made by Paul and 2nd by Leroy.  All in Favor to renew Lynn Dairy’s Class A Liquor license.  There was no objection to renewing their Tobacco License.  
A motion was made by Paul 2nd by Leroy.  All in Favor to renew Frick Inn Bar and Grill’s Class B liquor license.  A motion was made by Paul and 2nd by Leroy to renew the operators license for Lindsey Frick and Kevin Johnson.
Ditching was discussed. Paul made a motion to put an ad in the paper 2nd by Leroy All in Favor for ditching to get a price. Ben is going to draft a policy for ditching.  Bill cleaned a residents ditch out on Division. 33’ in from center of road the town would do the ditching otherwise the land owner would be charged for the ditching.
Badger Ave was discussed.  A motion was made by Ben 2nd by Leroy All in Favor to have Haas Inc  do the grinding of blacktop for one and a half miles on Badger unless a better offer comes in.
A motion was made by Paul and 2nd by Ben All in favor to amend the budget at the next meeting.
Road bans were discussed. It was mentioned to have a lawyer draw up an agreement for truckers using the town roads and charging a fee which would go into fixing the road. Ben was going to talk to sawmills to see if they were interested in signing a voluntary road agreement permit which would contain maintenance, repair, insurance, reporting and monitoring the truck routes. The fee would be yearly.
A motion was made by Paul and 2nd by Ben All in Favor to compensate Bill Barth $150.00 plus wages for the use of his own mower at the Cemetery.
A motion was made by Paul and 2nd by Leroy  All in favor to transfer 90,000 to Citizens Bank checking account from Associated Bank.  There are still outstanding checks at Associated Bank. We need to keep $15,000 in the account at Associated Bank.
A motion was made by Paul and 2nd by Leroy All in Favor to transfer the money from the CD at Citizens Bank to the checking account when it comes due in July.
